Satisfaction Survey. Completing such a survey is a requirement g
contract with Portland Public School District. The survey results &
provide important feedback on how the school is doing and where
we need to focus our imprement efforts over the next year.

The survey asked a series of questions with responses rated as
follows: Yes/Excellent =4: Most of the time/Good = 3:
Sometimes/Somewhat/Fair = 2:  No/Poorly = 1. In general, the
school was rated very positilye The overall satisfaction rating was
3.6 out of 4. In the area of instruction, parents rated the PVS
experience a 3.6. In the area of family involvement, the rating was
3.3. In the area of communication and school context, the satisfaq
rating was 33.
